CLUB RULES
Method of obtaining an official Handicap.

1. Members must play three rounds on the Deangate Ridge Golf Course and submit the cards, duly countersigned by the marker who must be a member of the Club of at least two years standing and hold a current handicap.

2. The marker must sign the card and underneath print his/her name.

3. The cards submitted must be marked “For Handicap Purposes” and posted in the Secretaries office.

4. Members may enter Club Competitions to obtain the necessary three cards.

5. Members entering Club Competitions to obtain a handicap will play off scratch until a handicap is issued.

6. Any card being entered for handicap purposes must clearly indicate which tees were used i.e. white, yellow or red.

7. New members joining from another recognised Club and holding a handicap from said Club may, upon producing a current handicap certificate signed by the Secretary of that Club, transfer his /her existing handicap to Deangate Ridge Golf Club.

 Club Trophies and Monthly Medal Winners (Men). 

1. Members will only be declared the winner in Major Competitions if they have played in at least six Club Competitions in the twelve months prior to the commencement date of that Competition. Members will only be declared the winner in Monthly Medals or other Drawn Competitions if they have played in at least three Club Competitions in the twelve months prior to the commencement date of that Competition.

2.  Members winning one of the above Major Competitions will be presented with the trophy in the Clubhouse at a time of which they will be notified. The trophy remains the property of the Club and will not leave the Clubhouse.

3. Members winning one of the above Major Competitions or Monthly Medal will also be presented with a trophy to recognise their achievement at the Annual Presentation Dinner Dance held in that year.

4. Winners of Major Competitions or Monthly Medals will also receive one ticket to attend the Annual Presentation Dinner Dance and will be notified by post. Members must inform the Secretary by the date shown as to their intentions of claiming the ticket or not. 

Drawn Competitions.

1. All entry sheets for Drawn Competitions will be published on the notice board outside the Secretaries office seven weeks prior to the date of competition and will be removed three weeks prior to the date of competition. 

2. The draw will be placed on the competition notice board two weeks prior to the date of competition.

3. All entry fees must be paid prior to the draw sheet being removed. Failure to do so will result in removal from the draw.

4. After the draw has been made if you wish to be removed from the draw sheet inform the Secretary immediately so a reserve can be found. Failure to do so may result in a suspension from Club Competitions.

5. If you wish to be placed on the reserve list then inform the Secretary, with a contact number immediately. The Secretary will notify any reserve gaining entry into the competition by telephone as soon as is possible. Payment of the entry fee will be due once the member has been placed in the draw.

6. Alterations to the draw sheet up to the day of play may only be made through the Secretaries office. 

7. On the day of play a member may turn up and report to the Professional Shop and asked to be placed on the stand- by list. In the event of a player failing to arrive for his/her allotted place in the draw sheet the Professional Shop Staff may ask a member on the stand by list to replace the player in the draw. Payment of the entry fee will be paid before teeing off.

8. Scorecards will be available from the Professional Shop on the day of play.

9. All signed and completed scorecards must be placed in the letterbox in the Secretaries office door on the completion of your round. Any card not returned on the day of competition will be deemed a “non return”.

10. Certain competitions such as Match Play Competitions, Mixed Events, Texas Scrambles, Bogey Competitions etc may require individual rules and regulations to ensure their successful running. These rules and regulations will be posted with their respective draw sheet on the notice board, however, such rules will not contravene the Club’s Constitution and Rules or the Rules of Golf as laid down by the Royal and Ancient Club of
11. St. Andrews.

12. Juniors holding a current handicap of category two or better may enter Major or Drawn Competitions and are entitled to win the competition providing they meet the competition requirements. 

Monthly Medals and Other Competitions.

1. All the above competitions are entered on the day therefore you must phone the Professional Shop to arrange your own tee time.


2. Before playing you must sign the competition book, which is placed in the Professional Shop otherwise you will be disqualified from the competition.

3. The entry fee must be paid and placed in the box provided before playing otherwise you will be disqualified from the competition.

4. All signed and completed scorecards must be placed in the letterbox in the Secretaries office door on completion of your round. Any card not returned on the day of competition will be deemed a “non return”. 

5. Juniors may enter and win, providing they meet the competition requirements, Monthly Medals. Cards must be marked and signed by a full member of at least two years standing and holding a current handicap.
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
